    A SBC church in South Carolina, 3 
years before beginning this small 
group/discipleship process, baptized 7           
individuals.  A year after starting this 
process, the church baptized 70 people.               
The church has since tripled in         
attendance.

Christ.

   There is much talk about the   

demise of the church in America. 

Daunting stats indicate that over 

80% of American churches have 

reached a plateau or are declining in their attend-

ance. I spoke with one concerned church leader in 

the LPBA who said, ñI believe our church is dying.ò 

What is the cause?  

    There are many causes, however, there are some 

issues that can be attributed to at least two sins. The 

sin of apathy is for sure plaguing many a church. Yet 

I submit to you that there is another sin that is less 

apparent. It is called the sin of preferences. Ed     

Stetzer was one of the first to speak on this. Simply 

put, what impedes churches from growing and being 

healthy is church membersô or church leadersô own 

preferences, likes or dislikes. The problem arises 

when we make preferences or opinions foundational 

biblical principles.  

    An astute church planter recently recalled what his 

professor of theology taught him about three sources 

of truth. They are: Convictions, Persuasions, and      

Opinions. Convictions are those truths that black and 

white, clear biblical truth that effect someoneôs     

eternal destiny. Truths like the deity of Christ, the 

virgin birth and literal resurrection of Christ fall into 

that category. Persuasions are those truths that are 

important but will not affect a personôs eternal      

destiny. We believe  and practice believerôs baptism 

by immersion, but it doesnôt save someone. Opinions 

are preferences, our own likes and dislikes. It could 

be the style of music or what someone wears to a 

church service. The Apostle Paul speaks of this    

preference in 1 Corinthians 7 when he shares what 

his preference would be for the unmarried and the 

widow but makes it clear it is not ñthe Lordôs         

instruction.ò 

    Let me be clear. I propose to you that many       

decisions have been made in several of our churches 

that are based on preferences, not convictions. As a 

result, it has negatively impacted the unity of the 

church, and the churches ability to fulfill their      

mission. Letôs ñmajor on the majorò tenets of our 

faith and ñminor on the minorò tenets. Letôs deny 

ourselves and take up our cross and follow Christ 

(Luke 9:23). Let us figure out what it means to 

ñbecome all things to all men so that by all possible 

meansò some would be saved (1 Cor. 9:22).
